Install Notes.

1. Turn server into install mode with command: change user /install
2. Launch Lotus Notes Setup file. 

3. Select directory for install C:\Lotus

4. Live defaults components selected and: 

                                      - deselect “Modem Files”
                                      - select “Migration Tools” 
5. Do not launch Notes yet!

Create the base notes.ini
1. Create folder’s in C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data

(Lotus(Notes(Data(Shared
1. Erase  notes.ini from C:\WINDOWS and insert it to C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data\Lotus\Notes\Data

3. Open C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data\Lotus\Notes\Data\

notes.ini and create such content:

KitType=1
SharedDataDirectory=C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data\Lotus\Notes\Data\Shared
InstallType=6
Directory=
4. Save and close the file.
5. Copy the file you just edited to C:\Lotus\Notes\Data

6. Edit C:\Lotus\Notes\Data\notes.ini such as:

KitType=1
SharedDataDirectory=C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data\Lotus\Notes\Data\Shared
InstallType=6

Directory=C:\Documents and Settings\%userprofile%\Lotus\Notes\Data

Save it.
Edit the Registry
1. Open the Registry editor and navigate to HKLM\Software\Lotus\Notes.
2. Double-click the DataPath key and delete its value.
3. Double-click the Multiuser key and change its value from 0 to 1
4. Navigate down to HKLM\Software\Lotus\Notes\7.0
5. Repeat steps 2 and 3. Take care not to delete the actual DataPath keys, just their values. 
Create shortcut for Lotus Notes.

1. Go to C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Desktop\ 

2. Replace  target string in shortcut properties with this one:

    C:\Lotus\notes\notes.exe  =C:\Docume~1\%username%\Lotus\notes\data\notes.ini

    3. Press OK.

Configuring Lotus Notes for current user.
1. Copy Lotus_client.bat from Lotus Notes install package directory  into C:\Lotus

2. Run C:\Lotus\Lotus_client.bat

if not exist c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus md c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus

if not exist c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus\Notes md c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus\Notes

if not exist c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus\Notes\Data md c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus\Notes\Data

if not exist c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus\Notes\Data\notes.ini xcopy /s "c:\Lotus\Notes\Data\*.*" "c:\docume~1\%username%\Lotus\Notes\Data"
3. Open C:\Documents and Settings\%userprofile%\Lotus\Notes\Data\notes.ini
4. Replace data %userprofile% with real profile name of current user, and save it.
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
